This 411, 000 square foot complex is the world’s largest center for neuroscience 

and is comprised of 47 cross-disciplinary laboratories ranging from cellular to 

cognitive. The architectural design team employed a variety of sustainable  

strategies to achieve a LEED silver certification such as recovery systems, high 

performance walls for graywater recycling and storm water retention. 

Plain sliced AA white maple veneer, vertically matched with sleek low profile 3 

knuckle hinges provide a very simple and clean look to the casework installation.

The lab casework portion of this project consisted of four floors of 

laboratory space. The architect’s selections of materials and hardware for the 

casework combined to truly make this a highly functional, first class facility.  

Casework materials included plain sliced AA white maple veneers, vertically 

matched, heavy duty door and drawer hardware and a high grade laboratory   

finish.

The project consisted of six floors of new research space with approximately 280 

peninsula style benches allocated throughout the project. The architect utilized 

plain sliced AA Plain Sliced Red Oak veneers, vertically matched with   

horizontally mounted door and drawer pulls to achieve a unique look to 

this installation. The reagent racks at the peninsula benches consisted of an  

elaborate welded steel shelving system which allowed for greater unsupported 

spans over the entire length of the bench, thus maximizing the counter   

workspace.

This project consisted of 2 classrooms and flexibility was a crucial element to the 

design process. The instructors wanted to be able to change layouts 

with minimal effort. Large mobile cabinets dock between a pair of octagonal  

student workstations to create larger work spaces. The mobile cabinets were 

designed to accommodate individualized storage space for each student. The 

installation is highlighted by a series of cabinets along a gently arching window 

wall, the cabinets and the countertop follows the slight curvature along this wall.

Due to the complexity of the casework layout, one of the project requirements 

prior to commencing the installation was to provide a fully functional mock up.  

This allowed the owner, the architect, the General Contractor and the 

other associated trades to inspect and make revisions to the benching. The 

mock up was very helpful in coordination with other trades in the five 

story laboratory facility.  

  

CiF provided all of the wood laboratory casework, reagent and storage shelving, 

carrels and other matching wood components. The veneers were AA Maple, 

quarter cut and vertically matched.

This distinctive looking casework installation is highlighted by the peninsula 

bench end-cabinets, which incorporate stainless steel support posts. Custom 

sink cabinets, custom epoxy resin sink tops and custom drying racks all   

contributed to this distinctive looking installation. The peninsulas incorporate  

removable d iv ider  panels  at  the  wr i te  up areas to accommodate   

additional researchers and maintain a separation for privacy. The peninsula 

benches were designed to allow for the maximum amount of natural light to enter 

from the windows. 
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
